Basically, anytime you receive a check from an unfamiliar
source and they ask you to cash that check and return all or
part of the funds back to them, it is a red flag. There is no
legitimate reason why anyone would give you a check or
money order and ask you to return or wire money anywhere
in return.

Common examples of check scams:

-Receiving an overpayment for an item sold online and the
purchaser claims it was a “mistake” and they ask you to keep
the correct amount and return the overpayment back to
them.

-Meeting a friend or special someone online and they ask
you to cash their checks for them.

-Getting a notification or check sent to you saying you
won a foreign lottery or sweepstakes.

If you receive a check like that, do not cash it. Don't
take responsibility for a scammer. You may contact your
