Whether you’re
traveling or moved out of town, you may search to find sur-
charge free ATMs near you by visiting co-opnetwork.org.

The co-opnetwork.org website even offers other search
methods, such as a co-op ATM Network Locator for your GPS
and an ATM Network Locator App for the iPhone or Android!

Locally, you may use the ATM at both of our locations, all
U.P. Catholic Credit Union locations, and all SIR Credit Union
locations to take advantage of the surcharge free benefits.

Debit Card Fraud Prevention
If you plan to use your Visa Debit or ATM Card while trav-

eling, please contact your credit union. We will notify you of
any restrictions, and will keep note of your travel plans. Visa
works hard to prevent fraudulent activity, in doing so they
may block your card for unusual activity. Notifying your cred-
it union will help prevent your card from being blocked while
you are on vacation.

We also receive possible fraudulent activity alerts on our
reports. If your account is flagged to have possible fraudulent
activity, we will contact you to determine if the transaction(s)
are legitimate. If we do not receive a response within a few
business days, we will have to assume the transactions are
fraud, and will be required to close your card. Our goal is to
help prevent fraudulent activity and save you from as many
inconveniences as possible.

Current Sprint Customers: You need to provide proof of
discount eligibility (credit union membership) when you
upgrade your device if it has been 20 or more months since
you were last validated.

The verification process is easy and only takes few min-
utes to complete. Verification will make sure you’ll continue
to receive the great benefits and exclusive savings that Sprint
offers.There are two ways to validate your credit union mem-
bership:

Mick’s Pick – Almond Poppy Seed Bread
Ingredients:

• 2-1/4 cups sugar

• 1 cup plus 2 tablespoons canola oil

• 3 eggs

• 3 tablespoons poppy seeds

• 1-1/2 teaspoons lemon juice

• 1-1/2 teaspoons almond extract

• 1-1/2 teaspoons vanilla extract

• 3 cups all-purpose flour

• 1-1/2 teaspoons baking powder

• 1 teaspoon salt

• 1-1/2 cups 2% milk

GLAZE:

• 3/4 cup confectioners’ sugar

• 1/4 cup orange juice

• 1 teaspoon vanilla extract

• 1/2 teaspoon almond extract

Directions

• In a large bowl, combine the sugar, oil, eggs, poppy

seeds, lemon juice and extracts; beat until well

blended. Combine the flour, baking powder and salt;

add to sugar mixture alternately with milk, beating

just until moistened.

• Pour into two greased 8-in. x 4-in. loaf pans. Bake at 350°

for 55-60 minutes or until a toothpick inserted near the

center comes out clean.

• Combine glaze ingredients until smooth; drizzle over

warm loaves. Cool 10 minutes before removing the pans

to wire racks. Yield: 2 loaves (16 slices each)
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
